Problem we’re trying to solve is that there is a low impact for EPA dollars spent.

Search engine optimization for current content.  We don’t need to be number one on Google but we need to better identify the content for searches that come deeper into our sites – like “dip sodering”.  This is a meta-tagging project.  Keywords are currently included and indexed by Google.

Expertise has changed among centers so we could consider switching Topic Hubs.  

P2Rx is in a nice position to help a business move toward getting greener.  EMS model tied to Global Reporting Initiative.  Thomas and Rick are committing to talk to each other about moving forward on Feb 13th.
Social networking – keep your eye on it as it progresses.  

Register with expert systems – like P2 Planner.  People will register to get that service.
Third party cookies.  Cookie is set no matter which site you visit.  Cookie is triggered when they fill out a demographic pop-up.  Cookie would store that data.  Could be an avenue for future follow-up.  
FY08 data analysis planning to accommodate cookies – Andy will report out on Feb. 13th.

Content leveraging – Prabin’s exporting of topic hubs.
