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· Whole library and regional library at every site.

· User can sort by region, resource type, priority ranking (“p2rx preferred”)

· Ability to quickly generate a “hot topics” page – see Cambridge Scientific Abstracts for example - http://www.csa.com/csa/hottopics/hottopics-main.shtml 
· Abstract links to publication on the author’s or publisher’s site where possible (like Google); offer an archived copy located at the P2Rx Central Library if the original is not available.

· Record in a database what link they clicked on before it goes to the author’s site so central library and center library gets credit for the hits

· Generate a list of publications viewed from the archive so regional centers can follow-up on publications from their region for updates, etc. if desired.

· Include abstracts for hard copy materials not available on-line – give “how to get this publication” info (inter-library loan, publisher, etc.). Research copyright issues – e.g. giving access to on-line version of hard copy materials with password (to all centers?)

· PPIS grantee projects (EPA project #?) – final reports & deliverables (may vary by region) – separate from all other resources? – or flag for grant activity?

· Maintenance expectations – keeping documents current

· Linking to Rick’s digital library, USEPA digital library.

Other comments below in red – 


All centers collect resources region-wide.  All resources are abstracted and have meta data (author, geographic origin, title, subject (?), etc.).  I wonder if keywords are required.  It’s nice to browse by keywords, though.  Centers associate the resource with a regional sector resource list, as a primary or secondary (regional) resource, or just part of their regional library. Can each center catalog it’s own regions resources or is that WRRC’s duty?


We provide a link to the document so the author gets the bean.  WRRC keeps cached copy in case link goes dead.  Related to my comments above. I did not understand what WRRCs objection was.


Every center could display their regional resources as an option on the complete list of links for topic hubs.  I.e. be able to list “all resources” or “regional resources” in topic hubs. This was the original vision of the hubs and Beth seemed keen on the idea. We were too. GLRPPR does it now and Andy did it before I guess. I’m starting to wonder how much use it is though. If someone wants information about something do they really care if it comes from their region or not? (I expect that resources considered good enough to be associated with a topic hub, would have the author associated with WTGFH.)


Centers could offer the option for users to view documents developed in other regions – not sure if they’d want to.  P2Rx.org (and any center that wants to) could offer all regional docs. Would this be like offering “all documents” about a topic instead of the selected “best”? We should have a better way to search if we are thinking about doing that. I see more benefit in being able to look for local “experts” (programs directory) in other regions than in looking for publications in other regions. All publications in a topic hub are currently from someone’s region anyway.


Centers could offer Regional libraries that would contain all docs developed in their region. I still like this idea also giving them the option of searching “all docs” as discussed in our call.


Users could view/search everything @WRRC.  We could also set it up that users could search from each center’s web site.  Does this sound too much like Envirosense?


Users could search using free text – which would search meta data – abstract, title, author, etc.  We could also have a list of topics (these would correspond to topic hubs) for user searches.  Documents that have been associated with hubs would display first, then all other documents with that word in their meta data.


Likewise, we could have a list of sector resources.  Documents identified as sector resources could be displayed right after topic hub documents. Not sure I’m following all this.
