Library committee call Sept. 28, 2004
Gary Hunt, Curt McCracken, Ron Still (WRRC), Andy Bray (NEWMOA), Laura Barnes (GLRPPR), Laura Estes (Peaks to Prairies) and Jean Waters (P2Rx) were on the call.  We began with a review of the strawman Jean sent to the committee.  This will be used to write a functional specification for the library.  Jean will write the spec and distribute it to the committee by Oct. 5.  The committee will review and comment by Oct. 12.  Jean will distribute it to the admin group for discussion on the Oct 20 call.

· Display and search entire (national) library and regional library at every center’s site, as though it belonged to the center. (Something similar to the way we share topic hubs.)  Is there a desire to search on other region’s library from a center’s site?
· Search functionality includes:
· Region
· Resource type
· EPA grant products or reports 

(not sure what the P2 coordinators want but we want to serve these stakeholders, items may be integrated with the rest of the publications or isolated in some way, but will be accessible to project officers and other interested parties, even though they may not come up (or at least not be at the top) when a user makes a search)

· Priority ranking 
(“p2rx preferred” – the exact method of determining priority is yet to be determined.  It could include user rankings, whether or not it’s been used for a topic hub or sector resource, age of the document, where the search term appears (in title, abstract, or body), number of times it’s been accessed by users, or other criteria.)

· Generate a “hot topics” page – see Cambridge Scientific Abstracts for example - http://www.csa.com/csa/hottopics/hottopics-main.shtml quickly and easily at any center.
· Track where users are when the click on a link, and what link they choose.  References (links) could hit back on the center’s site and immediately redirect (transparent to user) to the author’s site.  We will offer an archived copy located at the P2Rx Central Library if the original is not available.

· Record in a database what link they clicked on before it goes to the author’s site so central library and center library gets credit for the traffic.
· Generate a list of publications viewed from the archive (indicating the author’s link is dead) so regional centers can follow-up on publications from their region for updates, etc. if desired.

· Include hard copy materials not available on-line – give “how to get this publication” info (inter-library loan, publisher, etc.) and an abstract. Research copyright issues – e.g. giving access to on-line version of hard copy materials with password (to all centers?)

· Enter and maintain links by all centers – we need to define maintenance – what is the exact responsibility for each center? It would likely include providing the abstract and meta data, plus checking “dead” links. Link entering could probably be accomplished through the use of administrative forms.  We may want a way to check that the publication is not already in the database, also.  How many links would a center be expected to enter?

· Plan to link to P2RIC’s video library, USEPA digital library, and possibly others.
