Jean will send another version of the graphics, ask for a vote.  We need feedback before Dec 17th.  

Rick sent a link to coolscreensavers.com.  This screen saver feeds news to the screensaver after a period of time.  We can put in our own P2Rx pictures and identify our own news feeds, for around $2K.  News feeds are in RSS formats.  Currently Scott’s Chemalliance is only one using RSS.  Andy, Chris, Laura, and Rick are working toward making this standard available internally.  Would like to have the standard up, news posted in it, have the screen saver up by Baltimore.  Mike really likes the idea.  Rick says the screen saver happens at the computer screen, where we want people to interface with P2Rx.  Is it a format that shows news from all the centers?  Kevin wants a handle on the timeline.  The priority is to get news going first.  Rick says January will tell us much more.  Rick says first step is to get P2Rx news network put together, include NPPR, P2WIN, Chemalliance, OECA centers.
